Australia’s best 22 snowboarders will compete in the SNOSHO along with and 2 wildcard entrants
(from Thursday’s Wildcard event)
The SNOSHO will have two plays, the ‘Longest Rail Slide’” and the ‘SNOSHO'.

Play 1. OWorlds Longest Rail slideO

Whoever slides the longest along the 100 metre, 75mm wide box rail wins the winner take all
$10 000 wad of cash. This event also offers the chance for boarders to take a stab at being
immortalized into the Guinness Book Of Records, the current world record holder (if you believe
You Tube is 58.5 metre rail slide by Jasper Bakker, Zoetermeer which is only 4.36 metres off

The 30 minute Jam Session format has each rider skidoo'd up the hill where they nominate to the
MC of the course they want to hit (either Big Air or Jam Rail).

All 24 riders compete and have as many attempts as they can muster within the allotted time
period. The riders top two scores are combined and the top six riders go through to compete in
the Boost SNOSHO final.

The Boost SNOSHO Final:

This is where the fun really starts. A spinning wheel and ‘thumbs up’ judging! Riders that make
the final of the event have to successfully complete five tricks from the “Sho Wheel”. The wheel
is spun for each round and each rider must attempt to complete the set trick. If they are
successful they receive a thumbs up from the judges.

Upon each trick completed the rider gets a letter. The first rider to complete 5 tricks to spell the
word B-0-0O-S-T wins the SNOSHO and the $30,000 cash.
